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Health

Physical Health

Physical health concerns the body and its proper functioning and condition. Environment, nutrition,
accidents, illness and age are factors affecting physical health. There are several significant nega-
tive trends emerging across all demographic groups including obesity, heart disease, diabetes and
other conditions related to lifestyle. Also of concern locally are sexually transmitted infections (STIs),
unintended pregnancy, a higher infant mortality rate in the African-American/black population, and
an increase in the percentage of very low birth weight infants.

Since 2000, Stark County’s population aged 60 and older has increased by more than eight percent
and mortality rates confirm that our residents are living longer. The issues of heart disease, blood
pressure, diabetes, kidney disease and injuries related to falls in our aging population will continue
to have an impact on health delivery systems and capacity.

Health disparities are differences that can be seen in specific populations of a community in relation
to diseases, health outcomes, or quality of health care received. Several variables impacting dispari-
ties are health behaviors, status before care, access to health care and health care delivery. In Stark
County there are significant disparities between the white and African-American/black populations
including mortality rates, prenatal care, leading causes of death, STIs and insurance coverage.

Behavioral Health

Behavioral health includes mental health, substance abuse treatment and prevention services. Us-
ing national prevalence rates for mental health services, it is estimated that less than one-third of
Stark County residents affected with mental illness receive treatment each year. Barriers to access-
ing treatment include stigma, lack of or inadequate insurance coverage, and limited program capac-

ity.

In Stark County services are provided in many venues including in the home, schools and the crimi-
nal justice system. Despite this, Stark County has an inadequate supply of psychiatric services for
children and adults.

The highest rates of mental iliness are among adults aged 25 to 34 years old. Depression, bipolar
disorder, alcohol abuse, schizophrenia, and anxiety disorder are the most frequent diagnoses
among adults. The leading diagnoses for children are attention deficit, anxiety, and depressive disor-
ders. There is concern that antidepressants are frequently being used without the associated mental
health treatment.

If the national drug abuse/dependency rate were applied to Stark County, it is estimated that 30,000
residents would be illicit drug users and 36,000 would have a substance dependence or abuse prob-
lem. The most frequently abused substances are alcohol and marijuana. The Ohio Substance Abuse
Monitoring Network (OSAM) reports that for the area of opiate use is increasing, while cocaine and
methamphetamine use has been declining.

lllicit use of prescription drugs is an emerging concern due to the high incidents of prescription drug
overdose among teens and young adults. While unintended interactions are a cause of death, most
poisonings seem to be linked to recreational use.
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Health

Access to Care

In the 2009 Stark Poll of six possible options health care was the second most frequently initiative.
Driven by a decline in the economy, demand for free/sliding fee healthcare services has been in-
creasing. However, safety net providers in Stark County are at or beyond capacity. The use of the
emergency room for non-emergency health care continues to be a concern for the hospitals in Stark
County.

More than 40,000 or about one out of every nine Stark County residents are without health insur-
ance and there is an increasing number of individuals who are underinsured. Medical bankruptcies
are a driving factor behind the increasing number of people seeking services at the Stark County
Department of Job and Family Services. Unfortunately, it is often difficult for adults to qualify for
Medicaid due to income requirements. Of concern are individuals between the age of 30 and 64 with
chronic medical problems who have difficulty maintaining employment but are not medically dis-
abled. Even if an individual is Medicaid eligible, few healthcare providers, especially specialists, are
willing to accept new Medicaid patients.

Having insurance does not guarantee easy access to affordable, quality care. Even among those
with medical insurance, one out of every three Stark County residents lack dental, vision and mental
health services coverage. Businesses that offer health insurance have increased the employee pre-
mium contribution and/or increased the deductible paid by the employee, often making medical cov-
erage more difficult to afford.

Housing

More than 50 percent of the housing stock in Stark County was built prior to 1960. Housing stock in
the urban centers is older, with more than 65 percent built prior to 1960. Much of the new housing
has been built in the growing suburban townships along the western and northern borders of Stark
County.

Census Bureau estimates show that since 1990 the number of housing units in Stark County has
increased more than the number of households. As a result, the number of vacant housing units has
increased. Slow population growth coupled with a larger number of vacant units, particularly rental
units, has produced low appreciation in the value of housing and in the cost of rent. Historically, low
housing appreciation has led to comparatively low housing prices.

From 2000 to 2008, despite the low cost of housing in Stark County, the annual number of foreclo-
sures has increased by nearly two and one-half times. Formerly, targeted predatory lending prac-
tices and the sub-prime mortgage market have contributed to the increase in foreclosures. Currently,
the economy has had a big impact on housing in Stark County with the loss of income now being the
biggest factor in foreclosure.

The economic downturn and increased foreclosures have resulted in less credit being available to
finance housing purchases. In addition, housing values have decreased. Banks are hesitant to ex-
tend mortgages on homes at a depressed value. The lack of credit and hesitancy to extend mort-

gages is patrticularly true in Alliance, Canton and Massillon and low-income areas.

In Stark County, an individual must earn approximately $25,000 a year to afford a two bedroom
apartment. The median income in 2008 for households in Stark County is $44,447. Housing in Stark
County is affordable for most people. Despite Stark County’s relatively low cost of housing, there are
those whose incomes are insufficient to purchase a home or rent an apartment. For them, subsi-
dized housing is an alternative. However, the demand for subsidized housing has outstripped avail-
able supply. For this reason among others, some people are homeless.

Neighborhoods

Stark County is characterized by a diverse mix of development patterns including older urban cities,
suburban townships and rural areas with small villages. During the past two decades, the central cit-
ies have declined in population and have increased in the percentage of elderly, minorities and low-
income households. Population growth in the county has largely been in the suburban townships.
The suburban townships have had an increase in housing construction since the 1970’s. The popu-
lations of the suburban townships are predominantly white with middle to upper incomes and higher
educational attainment than are the populations of the cities or rural townships and villages. The ru-
ral townships and villages are predominantly located along the southern, western and eastern bor-
ders of the county. The populations in these rural townships and villages are predominantly white
with moderate to lower incomes and lower educational attainment than the populations in the subur-
ban townships.

The definition of “neighborhood” varies. Residents of Stark County’s larger cities tend to describe
their neighborhood as the surrounding blocks, while the residents of the small cities and villages
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Neighborhood Development

may refer to their city or village as their neighborhood. Those living in the suburban townships iden-
tify the township as their neighborhood. Apartment complexes or individual buildings can even be
considered by their residents to be their neighborhoods. Regardless of form, successful neighbor-
hoods are those in which the residents invest their time, effort and money. These neighborhoods
have the leadership, connections and neighbor interaction that sustain the neighborhood. Successful
neighborhoods also have low resident mobility and/or a high percentage of home ownership. The
majority of the neighborhoods in Stark County are successful neighborhoods.

The maintenance of housing has an impact on a neighborhood as a whole. Where there is more in-
vestment, especially in areas of high rates of owner occupancy, neighborhood residents are more
inclined to participate in the upkeep and maintenance of the neighborhood. Other neighborhoods
with high levels of transients often fall into disrepair. High levels of foreclosure and vacancy present
challenges to already struggling neighborhoods throughout Stark County. The issue of home repair
is not limited to the elderly but also the disabled and the unemployed. Local programs help the eld-
erly, disabled or unemployed repair homes but the scope and available funding is limited.

Neighborhood associations in Canton, Massillon and Alliance have been actively working to improve
neighborhoods through the efforts of residents. Alliance is just beginning to develop neighborhood
associations. Neighborhood associations have been successful in creating an increased sense of
community. The associations provide a point of contact for residents who care. One neighbor’s ef-
forts to care for his/her property can encourage others to maintain their properties. Neighborhood
associations have provided a platform from which concerned residents can advocate for change
from government. People coming together though neighborhood associations can be a step toward
larger systemic change. Systemic change requires the collaboration of various entities, government,
community organizations and concerned residents. All of these groups coming together builds the
capacity of a neighborhood. Capacity building is a long term issue.

Some neighborhood groups are attempting to reverse neighborhood decline through neighborhood
revitalization projects. Locally there have been a variety of approaches to neighborhood revitaliza-
tion, such as housing, economic, infrastructure and resident leadership development with crime pre-
vention and the (re)establishment of social connections playing critical roles. It is, however, too early
to draw any hard conclusions regarding the best approaches.

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Public Safety

Crime

According to the 2009 Stark Poll, crime and safety concerns ranked second among Stark County’s
most important problems. The crime rate reported in any jurisdiction is affected by many variables.
Among the variables are economics, mental health, substance abuse and the capacity of the law en-
forcement and judicial systems to investigate and prosecute. Residents, in interviews and various
community forums, have called for greater police interaction with the community. Local law enforce-
ment officials state that crime occurs when there is a greater opportunity for success. Deterrence, to
a degree, will affect the level of crime.

Local law enforcement and criminal justice system personnel repeatedly state that the abuse of
drugs and alcohol and economic conditions are common factors associated with crime. The Ohio
Department of Rehabilitation and Correction 2008 Intake Survey for Stark County states that 80 per-
cent of the responding inmates said they had abused drugs; 64 percent reported abusing alcohol in
the last six months; and 46 percent reported being unemployed at the time of incarceration.

Connected to the issue of drugs is the problem of gangs. Community leaders report that gangs and
drugs are consistently mentioned as significant issues related to crime. According to the Gang Task-
force, currently there are five to eight active organized gangs in Stark County with approximately 20
more less organized gang-like groups. In response to the issue of gangs, community organizations
and residents are helping to raise awareness both politically and throughout affected neighborhoods.

Juvenile offenses, like adult crime, are more prevalent in the urban areas than in the rural or subur-
ban areas of the county. Disparities exist based on geography, gender and race. These disparities
are evident particularly with African-American/black students. The increasing numbers of girls
charged is of concern. Additionally, the Stark County Family Court and the Community Corrections
Facility (CCF) reported family discord and substance abuse as factors contributing to juvenile of-
fenses.

When the juvenile would benefit, Stark County Family Court is moving away from strictly punitive
measures to interventionist measures. The court assesses juveniles to determine the root cause(s)
of the offending behavior. These assessments provide the court a basis for determining appropriate
interventions.

Also important is the social environment surrounding reentry. Jobs and housing are the primary con-
cern and difficulty for people reentering the community. There is a reentry program in Stark County
to help both adults and juveniles transition from incarceration to society. Contact with members of
the reentry team enable the justice system to monitor and help support individuals reentering the
community. However, Stark County, like many other places, suffers from a lack of capacity to handle
the increasing case loads.

Communications

Public safety includes fire protection, emergency medical services and emergency and disaster re-
sponse as well as law enforcement. Stark County’s 33 fire departments, 26 law enforcement agen-
cies, 11 private ambulance services, four health departments and four hospitals are all charged with
responsibilities during emergency situations.

Communications (Continued)

Currently, the City of Canton and Stark County Sheriff's Department operate two separate radio sys-
tems. The city of Canton and Stark County Sheriff's Department are building the infrastructure that in
the next three to five years will provide an interagency day-to-day primary system that is compatible
with the state and federal systems. The system will operate from a central communication hub and
will provide for data transfer as well as audio. As a result of coordination and cooperation between
Stark County Sheriff's Department and the City of Canton, in early 2010 all Stark County safety
forces will have a communications system linking all the agencies on an emergency basis. This sys-
tem will also have the capacity to provide day to day communications.

Currently there are two 9-1-1 call centers: one in Canton City and one at the Stark County Public
Safety Center. There are 11 dispatching centers that are responsible for dispatching fire, ambulance
and police. In some instances the fire and police departments of a single political jurisdiction are dis-
patched by different dispatch centers. Multiple dispatching centers combined with overlapping juris-
dictions have resulted at times in the delay in the dispatch and arrival of safety forces.

The Stark County Council of Governments funded a study in 2007 that recommended the creation of
a central dispatch center. In 2009 the proposal was accepted and the Commissioners imposed a 0.5
percent sales tax to pay for the center. The Stark County Council of Governments has created a
governance committee for central dispatching. However, the voters of Stark County rejected the
sales tax and the proposal is now under review.

Emergency Medical Services

In Stark County, 28 public or quasi-public agencies respond to emergency medical services (EMS)
calls. Of those, 23 regularly transport patients to hospitals. The others rely on private ambulances for
that service. Ten fire departments are independent, private businesses hired by local governments,
which means government leaders have no direct control over operations. Stark County EMS crews
are overseen by a volunteer board consisting of an emergency room physician from each hospital
that writes protocol and reviews practice for most of the county’s EMS crews.

There are wide variations in staffing and equipment which affect ability to provide medical assistance
and response time getting the patient to appropriate care. Some EMS stations are fully staffed 24
hours a day with paramedics available for transporting patients. Others are only staffed part-time or
entirely by volunteers. Annual budgets range from $15 million in Canton City to $88,000 in Navarre.
Response times range from an average under five minutes in Canton, Plain and Jackson to over 10
minutes in rural areas of the county.

Emergency Preparedness

Emergency preparedness and planning is a vital part of emergency response for Stark County. The
Stark County Emergency Management Agency has a central role in emergency preparedness for
the county. EMA serves all local government offices that have direct responsibility for the safety of
Stark County residents. Stark County EMA has additional legal responsibilities for emergency re-
sponse, recovery, and serves as the point of contact/coordination between municipal, state, and fed-
eral governments. Specific areas of authority and responsibilities for emergency management are
clearly delineated in state law, as well as local, and county ordinances. Despite high levels of
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Public Safety

cooperation, tension still exists between local county and state jurisdictions. To help alleviate this
tension the National Incident Management System trains jurisdictions to develop a unified command
structure.

Different agencies within Stark County often collaborate to form contingency plans for weather,
health and hazardous material emergencies. The recent HIN1 flu pandemic is an example of the
collaboration of the health departments, Sheriff's Department and others in the distribution of flu vac-
cines. Such a response comes from the Public Health Disaster Plan which includes a Standard Op-
eration Guidelines for a variety of health threats to the community. The public health departments
work cooperatively with partners in the development of the plan. Additionally, drills and exercises are
conducted locally and regionally to test and evaluate the community’s readiness should a health-
related disaster occur.
